INTRODUCTION:

Drugs called immune checkpoint inhibitors,
for instance, are already in broad use to treat people
with many types of cancer, including melanoma,
lung, kidney, bladder, and lymphoma.

Millions
of the CAR T cells are grown in the laboratory and
then given to the patient by infusion. The CAR T
cells are able to bind to an antigen on the cancer
cells and kill them.
