Information of village:

Manpadale is a village in Hatkanangale Taluka in Kolhapur District of Maharashtra State, India. It
belongs to the Desh or Paschim Maharashtra region and comes under the Pune Division. Manpadale
is located approximately 16 km towards North from District headquarters Kolhapur, about 22 km from
Hatkanangale, and nearly 334 km from the State capital Mumbai. The PIN code of Manpadale is
416112, and the postal head office is Vadgaon (Kolhapur).

Nearby villages to Manpadale include Ambap (3 km), Padali (3 km), Kasarwadi (3 km), Sambhapur
(4 km), and Top (5 km). Manpadale is surrounded by Kolhapur Taluka towards the South, Panhala
Taluka towards the West, Valva—Islampur Taluka towards the North, and Karveer Taluka towards the
South.The nearby cities to Manpadale are Vadgaon Kasba, Uchgaon, Kolhapur, and Ichalkaranji. The
local language spoken in the village is Marathi.

As per available records, Manpadale village has a total population of approximately 6,500+ residents
with around 1,250 houses. The femaie popuiation is about 48%. The overaii iiteracy rate of the viiiage
is around 88%, while the female literacy rate is approximately 87-88%, indicating good educational
development. Government health facilities near Manpadale include Primary Health Centre (PHC)

Pargaon, Rural Hospital Ambap, and other nearby healthcare centers serving the region.
